Application Guidelines
This $1000 Scholarship is offered annually by Kamloops Pro-Life Society to assist students who are committed to the pro-life philosophy.

The following criteria will be considered by a selection committee of judges: 

1. Applicant must be a senior graduating from high school (home schooled students are eligible) in the current school year and have applied to a post- secondary education institution and then been accepted in the fall of 2019.
2. Any pro-life activity ( eg : assistance or attendance at pro-life events, volunteering in the special needs or pregnancy care areas, etc.) will be considered an asset in the selection of the winner. 
3. If applicable, applicant will provide a recommendation letter completed by an adult (non-relative) who is familiar with his/her pro-life involvement and attitudes. This letter could be written by a pastor, teacher or guidance counselor .
APPLICATION PROCESS

A complete application is due on April 1, 2019 and consists of:

1. A complete application form signed by the applicant.

2. An essay (not to exceed 2 to 3 typed double- spaced pages) from the applicant describing how specific life experiences  have affected the applicant’s pro-life beliefs and philosophy and how it relates to his/her personal life mission. Applicant should give a description of his/her commitment to continue to support life issues. 
3. Activities list, if applicable. Please see #2  in the criteria section above. 
4. A recommendation letter, if applicable. Please see #3 in the criteria section above.

Return these with the application in a sealed envelope to the address provided on the application form.
      EVALUATION CRITERIA

1. The applicant will be judged on the content and literary quality of his/her essay.
2. Consideration will also be given to his/her dedication to the protection of all human life.  His/her pro-life efforts can be in the area of volunteering, organizing, fundraising, education, prayer, or service (to the elderly, the disabled, or pregnant women), a combination of any or all, or any other involvement that promotes the mission and goals of the Kamloops Pro-Life Society.
               The mission of Kamloops Pro-Life Society is to promote and educate the community concerning the value, respect and protection of human life from conception to a natural death. This is to include the lives of the unborn, disabled (physically/mentally) and elderly.
Additional information may be requested and required from the applicant. 

*The $1000 Scholarship will be awarded in May 2019. The winner shall provide at that time the name of the post-secondary education institution that he/she will be attending, if not indicated and known at the time of the application.
